Learn chase weaving and shaping techniques to form a kitten head 
basket woven with cane and reed.  Choose from many dyed shades 
of wool roving to learn needle felting or the art of fry felting with 
special needles, which are included.  The use of a wooden hoop and 
dyed choices of waxed linen for the lashing will retain the cushion in 
the basket.  A fun class while learning the basics of basket weaving 

and needle felting, including monogramming and three/dimensional felting!  Students will finish one and have the option 
to start the second kit in class.  Additional or partial kits will be available.

Silk Scarf Dyeing Class

Each student will dye one silk scarf; roll, wrap and place in solu-
tion for 2-4 weeks and finish at home.  Instruction sheet will be 
provided to complete scarf.  The fee for additional scarves is 
$18.00.  The class includes all supplies to create a dyed scarf 
and use of any tools.  The instructor will demonstrate on one 
scarf and an instruction handout with complete instructions and 
suggestions for food items to use will be provided.  It will take 
students 20-30 minutes to create a scarf after the demonstration.  
(There will be some waiting time) 

Choose a framed antler and random weave around 
the frame adding embellishments to create a lacy 
unique art piece.  Two antlers per class

Intermediate Weaving Level 
 
  Woven with maple strips and rimmed with cherry.  Start by understanding the 
math rules behind this intriguing shape.  Learn the double diagonal corner 
technique that creates the unusual upturned feet.  Fold your wood basket almost 
in half to weave and secure the inverted V shape.  Finish the sides with a weave 
and overlay technique.  Learn to apply a split rim to accommodate the sloped 
sides and elliptical shaped opening.  Lash with waxed linen and add a wood bead 
interesting indeed!  Shereen Laplantz first shared this design. Special tools 
needed: Bring basket glue and fixative and a curved tapestry needle.
